Supervisor reports: Karpiak attended meetings of the Keweenaw Chamber of Commerce, TLPAC, and Michigan Townships Association.
Unfinished Business:

a.   Mason Sewage: UPEA informed Karpiak there may be shovels in the ground in 2019.  Lakeshore estate would like payment for the grinder site property, Karpiak asked for paperwork before payment.
b.  Ditch to Coast Guard Station:  Tabled until the January meeting.
c. Carlson/Osceola Township land dispute: UPEA redid the land survey at no cost to the township.
d. 6th Street-DB:  Karpiak submitted emails between himself, Mattfolk, Janke, and Kevin Harju regarding the work done on the intersection of 6th and Elm Ave.  The board would like Houghton County Road Commission to justify the cost of $18,000 for the intersection.  Janke requested that Karpiak ask Harju for the Bid Tab. Motion to table payment until more information is given to the board by Wareham, supported by Odgers.  AVIF
New Business:

a. CCISD tax collection:  Motion for Osceola Township treasurer to collect the 2019 taxes for the CCISD by Odgers, supported by Wareham.  AVIF
b. Property Restrictive Covenant:  The covenant would “delist” the property currently listed as a superfund site on Torch Lake. It would help to increase the value of the property. The owners would have to keep any materials on the sites, they could not have a septic system or a well. Motion to approve the covenant by Janke, supported by Karpiak.
c. Recreational Marihuana: Motion to approve an ordinance to “opt out” of allowing recreational marihuana establishments in Osceola Township by Odgers, supported by Karpiak.  AVIF 

d. Board of Review appointments:  Motion to approve Charles Westphal, Dave Torrey, Dave Caspary, Dan Wenberg (alternate), and Heather Bies (alternate) for two year term on the Board or Review by Janke, supported by Wareham.  AVIF
e. Closed meeting:  Motion to go a closed meeting by Karpiak, supported by Wareham.  Aye: Karpiak, Janke,

Wareham and Odgers.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.

Janke informed the board that DBTC schools are interested in purchasing property from Julio Construction on 6th Street for a parking lot.  He had heard that there were monitoring wells and asked if the township had any information.  

Motion to adjourn at 6:51 pm by Wareham, supported by Janke.  AVIF
