May 10, 2017
The regular meeting of the Osceola Township Board was called to order by Trustee Janke on May 10, 2017 at 6:21 pm in the Osceola Township meeting room.  Board members present were Judy Odgers, Aaron Janke, and Don Wareham.  Steve Karpiak and Christa Gardner were absent.
 The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion by Wareham, supported by Odgers to accept the minutes of the April meeting. AVIF
Motion by Janke, supported by Wareham to accept the financial with adjustments to #722 -$2000.00, #800 +$1000.00, and #900 +$1000.00.  AVIF

Motion by Odgers, supported by Wareham for payment of the bills in the amount of $8930.97.  AVIF 
Road Funds:   Motion to approve the financial report and to pay the bills for the DB roads ($1004.02) by Janke, supported by Wareham.  AVIF

Public Comment: Gordon Borsvold from North Clover land Rd.  Asked if there a noise ordinance in Osceola Township.  His neighbors have a firing range and are using it at all times of the night.  Apparently he has spoken with the Sherriff department and was told nothing can be done.

Reports:

a. Assessor: No report.    
b. Maintenance: Written report.  Dale suggested several areas that need attention in the parks:
   Gooseneck:  the banks are eroding and collapsing along the creek;   Sandy Bottom:  the slab in front of the 

   bathrooms needs repair, the stove by the pavilion is in need of repair, signs, fire pits, pavilion is in need of  
   a new roof, new benches, and doggy stations; Ice rink: fill is needed to raise ramp at the double doors. 

Two bids for tree removal at Sandy Bottom were submitted: Tikky Tree service for $4775.00 and Carlson Contracting for $4800.00.   Motion to hire Tikky Tree service by Odgers, supported by Janke.  AVIF

Two bids for repairs at the ice rink by Reed Construction for $2400.00 and Busser Contracting for $2750.00.  Motion to hire Reed Construction by Wareham, supported by Janke.  AVIF

Bob Mattfolk said the fountain is leaking at the TC Park, he will repair it.

c. DBVFD: Written report.  The department had two calls on controlled burns and AED and CPR training.  The 4th of July chicken barbeque tickets will be $11.00 as the costs of chicken and charcoal has risen.  
d. First Responders: Written report.  In April there were 3 calls, 2 in Osceola Twp. and 1 in Torch Lake Twp.  25 calls for this year.  All EMRs attended the Copper Country EMS seminar and all were recertified in CPR/AED.  
e. TCVFD:  Written reports for April.  The department held regular monthly meeting and training session.  They responded to one fire call and assisted Hubbell FD at a vehicle accident.  The department attended a tabletop discussion at the airport for discussion of the emergency plan.  Notice that spring cleanup will be held on Saturday,   May 20th beginning at 9am.  The department’s roster was submitted. 
f. TC Utility Board:  Motion to approve the financial reports by Janke, supported by Wareham.  AVIF A motion to pay the bills in the amount of $25,044.99 Wareham, supported by Odgers.  AVIF.  The TCUB meeting dates were submitted.
 g. TLSA:  Written reports.  
h. Supervisor reports:  Karpiak attended meetings for MTA, Houghton County Planning Commission, WUPPDR, and TLPAC.
A letter of engagement from Rukkila/Negro and Associates was submitted.  

Unfinished Business:

a. Mason Sewage: An allocation letter from USDA was submitted.  Rural Development may provide $58,000.00 in loan funds and $790, 00.00 in grant funds.  The State Engineer will be sending review comments.
b. DB Drainage: The Township received bids from five contractors which were opened on May 9, 2017.  
Bill Siler Contracting, Inc.  $79,215.00,   MJO Contracting, Inc.  $84,658.38, Portage Lake Construction $103,558.00, Burcar Contracting, Inc.  $108,018.45, and B&B Contracting, Inc.  $129,218.00.  
Traverse Engineering reviewed the bids and recommended Bill Siler Contracting, Inc. for the project.  The bids have a 120 day hold.  No action was taken as the board will review all the bids.

Supervisor Karpiak needs to talk with the Houghton County Road Commission about how they will help with the project.  

Janke will talk with the school about the Safe Route program for 6th street.

c. Fire Chief pay:  Gardner is looking into the matter.  Motion to table until the June meeting by Odgers, supported by Wareham.  AVIF

New business: None
Janke reported the Portage Little League will be using the ballfield while the Houghton County fields are being worked on.  He will ask if they would like to help with the costs of improvements.
