SUPERVISOR REPORTS:  A verbal report from Mr. Halkola highlighted several issues regarding, Roads and sidewalks, (Airport road is complete), (Upper Point Mills Road is complete), (Forsman road is complete)right a ways and tree removal issues, (MDOT Rail is available for assistance) ,blight and burn ordinances being reviewed by township staff and attorney.  He updated the Board on the Semco Energy ordinance, recent Board action my not have been necessary, existing ordnance was approved in 2015, waiting to hear from company representative.
Unfinished business:

A.  Streetlight removal:  After a brief discussion this issue was tabled until December for follow up to see if there is a safety issue in the removal. Mr. Halkola will contact the Road Commission.  
B. Mason Update:  Mr. Koskiniemi presented an update and request for funds disbursement in the amount of $1,152.60 for services from September-November 2, 2019.  A motion by Wareham supported by Gardner to disperse funds. 4 yay 1 abstain.  Next Mr. Koskiniemi asked that UPEA continue to represent the township specific to the EGLE project time extension and request$285,000 in new grant money.  After discussion, a motion by Wareham, supported by Gardner to allow UPEA to represent township in these matters.  4 yay 1 abstain.  Finally, Mr. Koskiniemi requested approval of amendment regarding rates for UPEA services on the project (rates have increased since 2018, and 2019.) new proposed rates were submitted. After discussion, a motion by Gardner, supported by Wareham to approve amendment.  4 yay, 1 abstain
New Business:

A.   Revisited the sale of proposed community garden property, deferred to December after review.
B.   OT Water budget amendment.  A motion by Wareham, supported by Janke to approve moving $7,000 from System Improvements.  (Recommended from Water Board) $1,000 into water sampling and $6,000 into maintenance and repair.  AVIF
